As your child attends a non-feeder primary, we are also inviting them to an extra Transition 

Day on Tuesday 24 June. This will be an opportunity for pupils from schools across the city 

to spend time together before the full year group attends the next two days. Further detailed 

information about all three Transition Days will be sent in the summer term.
