As part of this year’s transition process, we would like to invite your child to attend an
additional Transition Day at All Saints Catholic High School on Tuesday 30 June. The
visit is specifically for children who are joining All Saints from a non-feeder primary school.
We believe they would benefit from spending some extra time in school before attending
the following two full Transition Days.

The aim of the event is to give your child an opportunity to mix with others in the cohort,
familiarising themselves with the school building and taking part in some fun activities. This
will allow them to get to know each other in a relaxed environment and start making friends.
By doing this, we hope they will feel more settled before they join the rest of the year group
on Wednesday 1 July and Thursday 2 July.

Snacks: Snacks will be available at break time each day. There will be a choice of croissant,
pain au chocolate or biscuits. These will be free of charge. Pupils are also welcome to bring
their own snack if they choose.
